Due Wednesday: Analysis opening paragraph 

Due Friday: Rough draft analysis essay 

Due Friday: “Does a Literary Canon Matter?” with notes and opening question, from the Norton Reader. 
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of rhetorical analysis by reviewing essential documents and discussing, both in small groups and as a whole class. 
(1C) Do Now: What is thinking? What is the difference between “deep thinking” and “surface level thinking”? 
As a class we will review STAARS and passage analysis concepts. Next, students will be given a sample passage and FRQ prompt from a released AP exam. In table teams, they will discuss the piece and come up with relevant questions, which we will go over as a whole class. Finally, with today’s work and an example essay as a guide, students will develop an opening paragraph for an analytical essay, which will be due Wednesday. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: oral discussion
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of rhetorical analysis through discussion and a written paragraph. 
(1C) Do Now: What is the best piece of writing you have ever produced? What made it so special? 
Students will turn in opening analytical paragraphs. 

Next, in table groups, students will read and review example essays for the prompt they will be addressing. Each group will comment on a portion of the essay. As a whole class we will discuss strengths and weaknesses of the piece. 


With any remaining time, students will begin writing a rough draft analysis essay. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: analysis paragraph 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show improved essay writing skills by producing a rough draft analytical essay. 
(1C) Do Now: Emotional intelligence check-in. 
Individually, students will develop a rough draft of an analysis essay, which will be turned in Friday. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: rough draft essay
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	FRIDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will improve their skills in speaking and listening. They will show their learning by engaging in Socratic dialogue. 
(1C) Do Now: Please produce the opening question(s) you have prepared for today’s discussion. Be ready to share it with the class and explain why this particular question is important to you and important for us to explore. 

Socratic dialogue:  “Does a Literary Canon Matter?” from the Norton Reader. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: Observation of oral discussion and written notes

(1B)Closing Activity: Students will briefly discuss high points and areas of growth in the Socratic dialogue.
