(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the text by completing written notes. 
(1C) Do Now: Describe how rhetoric and syntax functions in a document like the Federalist Papers. 
In class, students will read the Federalist Papers in table groups and take notes, focusing on rhetoric and syntax. These notes can be used for the Socratic dialogue, but must be presented on Wednesday for a grade. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: class notes 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the text by completing a rough draft essay. 
(1C) Do Now: Describe one effective use of syntax in this piece. 
In class students will work to produce a rough draft based on the following prompt: 

“What is the function or purpose of Federalist Papers #10? How do rhetorical devices and syntax help the author achieve this intended goal?”

(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the text by completing a rough draft essay.
(1C) Do Now: Emotional intelligence check in
Students will continue work on the rough draft essay, which will be due Friday. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: rough draft essay 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show vocabulary acquisition by completing a quiz. 
(1C) Do Now: Take out materials for a vocabulary quiz. 
Students will address ten vocabulary terms with the following three options: use them correctly in a sentence, offer a definition or offer an example. Any remaining time will be used to prepare for the Socratic dialogue.
