What are the essential elements of fiction? What must be present in a story in order to consider it a complete narrative?

Students will connect with prior experience analyzing works of literature.

	(1F) Assessment (How will you monitor progress and know students have successfully met outcomes? What happens when students understand and when they don’t understand?
Daily: direct observation

This Week: direct observation/analytical paragraphs/song lyrics/Socratic dialogue 



	MONDAY
DUE Wednesday: rough and second draft of analytical paragraphs

DUE Friday: chapters 4-6 in The Grapes of Wrath with opening question and notes in preparation for Socratic dialogue 

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of major themes and intentions in The Grapes of Wrath through discussion and written notes.  
(1C) Do Now: In small groups, students will go over reading chapters for the week and choose vocabulary words for this week’s quiz by identifying terms they don’t recognize from the text. Each small group will find one term to use on the quiz. 
In small groups and then as a whole class, we will analyze the title “The Grapes of Wrath” in the context of the song and biblical scripture it derives from. We will look at the lyrics for “The Battle Hymn of the Republic” as well as Revelations 14 from the Bible. 

In their class notes, students will answer the following question: How does this title address the theme of justice in the book? Find five specific quotes (covering chapters 1-3 from last week) that provide evidence of the “justice” theme in the book. 

	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: class notes
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	TUESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of “justice” as a theme in the text by generating and analytical paragraph.  

(1C) Do Now: What does the word “justice” mean to you personally? 
Using notes from yesterday (and further analysis), students will generate an analytical paragraph that addresses the following prompt: “How does Steinbeck address the theme of justice (a lack of justice and/or a search for justice) in “The Grapes of Wrath”? 

We will go over the “STAARS” model for rhetorical analysis in order to generate these paragraphs, which should be written as though they were the opening paragraph for an analytical essay. 

Students will complete a rough draft paragraph, and then engage in peer editing. Both a rough and second draft of these paragraphs will be due on Wednesday. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: analytical paragraph
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show further understanding of the theme of “justice” in the text by analyzing song lyrics and generating their own songs. 

(1C) Do Now: Emotional Intelligence check-in. 
In class, we will listen to “Do Re Mi” by Woody Guthrie. Students will receive copies of the song’s lyrics, and together we will analyze the song’s meaning. Then, in small groups, students will discuss current issues that may be related to this classic song (immigration issues seem like an obvious choice, but there are many possibilities). Small groups will then write their own original songs (and sing them if there be any willing). One copy per group will be turned in by the end of class. 

	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: oral discussion/written song lyrics 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show vocabulary acquisition by completing a vocabulary quiz. 

(1C) Do Now: Please take out a pencil and clear your desk in preparation for a vocabulary quiz. 

Students will take a vocabulary quiz of 10 items, using each word in a complete sentence showing understanding. 
If there is time left after the quiz, students will work on finishing their reading and/or notes. They may also deepen existing notes and re-read assigned passages for additional understanding. Students may work alone, in pairs or in small groups to complete this final aspect of the assignment (the quiz, of course, is an individual endeavor). 


	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: quiz
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	FRIDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will improve their skills in speaking and listening. They will show their learning by engaging in Socratic dialogue. 

(1C) Do Now: Please produce the opening question(s) you have prepared for today’s discussion. Be ready to share it with the class and explain why this particular question is important to you and important for us to explore. 
Socratic dialogue: chapters 4-6 in The Grapes of Wrath with opening question and notes in preparation for Socratic dialogue 


	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: Observation of oral discussion and written notes

(1B)Closing Activity: Students will briefly discuss high points and areas of growth in the Socratic dialogue.
