(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of AP multiple choice items by creating one of their own based on their reading of the assigned text. 
(1C) Do Now: Take a look at the practice AP multiple choice items you have been given. What makes them different than other multiple choice items you have encountered? What makes them similar? 
Students will begin to read The Stranger by Albert Camus. Based on their reading, and using their AP multiple choice stem lists, they will generate an original, well-crafted multiple choice item with a five possible answers, including one distractor.

(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of AP multiple choice practice items through oral discussion and written notes. 
(1C) Do Now: Briefly look over multiple choice “Drill 1.” Choose an item that seems easy. Why does it seem easy? Answer the same question for an item that seems difficult. 
Students will answer a set of practice AP multiple choice items. They will then debate at their table groups the validity of their proposed answers. Answers will be provided at the end of the discussion by the instructor.
