(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the “STAARS” method of written analysis by reading an AP handout and completing an analysis paragraph. 
(1C) Do Now: What does analysis mean to you? 

Students will read and discuss the “STAARS” handout and complete an analytical paragraph by emulating an example paragraph.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of vital AP rhetorical terms by completing a vocabulary quiz.

Students will use each vocabulary term in a complete sentence that shows understanding.
