	MONDAY
Wednesday: Timed FRQ essay (written in class) due. 

Thursday: Vocab quiz (in class) due. 

Friday: Reading – “The Morals of the Prince” from the Norton reader with notes and opening question for Socratic dialogue due. 

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of argument by participating in timed written and oral debate. 
(1C) Do Now: Describe a situation in which you had to formulate an argument under pressure. 
In class students will chose: 

-Volunteer participants or randomly selected students. 

-Student-chosen topics or teacher provided topics. 

-Using this they will participate in “Write Club,” in which two students will have seven minutes to write on a topic and then read their work aloud to produce an oral debate. Class clapping will chose the winner. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: oral debate 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	TUESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of prompt and source material for a synthesis essay through reading and oral discussion. 
(1C) Do Now: Come to order – we will discuss the “synthesis essay” from the AP exam. 
In class we will review source materials and a prompt for a synthesis essay. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: oral discussion 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show skill in academic essay writing by completing a timed FRQ essay. 
(1C) Do Now: Please read the example essay given and, using the AP rubric, assign it a score (1-9). 
In class we will review an example essay and give it an AP score. 

Students will then complete an FRQ timed rough draft essay. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: rough draft essay 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show vocabulary acquisition by completing a vocabulary quiz. 

(1C) Do Now: Please take out a pencil and clear your desk in preparation for a vocabulary quiz. 

Students will complete a vocabulary quiz of ten items from this week’s reading. They may use the word correctly in a sentence, offer a definition or offer an example. Any remaining time will be used to prepare for Socratic dialogue. 


	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: vocab quiz 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	FRIDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will improve their skills in speaking and listening. They will show their learning by engaging in Socratic dialogue. 

(1C) Do Now: Please produce the opening question(s) you have prepared for today’s discussion. Be ready to share it with the class and explain why this particular question is important to you and important for us to explore. 

Socratic dialogue: “The Morals of the Prince” from the Norton Reader.
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: Observation of oral discussion and written notes

(1B)Closing Activity: Students will briefly discuss high points and areas of growth in the Socratic dialogue.
