Thursday: Vocabulary quiz (taken in class) due. 

Friday: Second draft “Hooverville” essay due. 

Friday: Reading in The Grapes of Wrath with notes and opening question (301 – 378) due Friday. 
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of argument by participating in timed written and oral debate. 
(1C) Do Now: In table groups students will choose vocabulary terms from the text for this week’s quiz. 
In class students will chose: 

-Volunteer participants or randomly selected students. 

-Student-chosen topics or teacher provided topics. 

-Using this they will participate in “Write Club,” in which two students will have seven minutes to write on a topic and then read their work aloud to produce an oral debate. Class clapping will chose the winner.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the text by reading and taking Socratic dialogue notes. 
(1C) Do Now: What is your strategy for good note taking? 
In class (with both peer and instructor support) students will read and take notes in preparation for Socratic dialogue.  


	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: written notes 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show skill in completing academic essays by writing a second draft essay using instructor comments. 
(1C) Do Now: What will you do to ensure that you create a quality second draft essay today? 
In class students will generate a second draft of their “Hooverville” essays. This second draft essay may be turned in as late as Friday.

Students will complete a vocabulary quiz of ten items from this week’s reading. They may use the word correctly in a sentence, offer a definition or offer an example. Any remaining time will be used to prepare for Socratic dialogue.

(1C) Learning Target: Students will improve their skills in speaking and listening. They will show their learning by engaging in Socratic dialogue. 

(1C) Do Now: Please produce the opening question(s) you have prepared for today’s discussion. Be ready to share it with the class and explain why this particular question is important to you and important for us to explore.
