	MONDAY
Due Friday: Short story rough draft

Due Friday: Reading – The Old Man and the Sea (through page 60), with notes and opening question for Socratic dialogue
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the reading through oral discussion. 
(1C) Do Now: Describe an event you have lived through that was very difficult, that required great effort on your part, that may have been frightening, but made you a better person for having lived through it. 
In table groups, students will begin the reading for the week. The instructor will cold call questions to check for understanding. 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: oral discussion 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	TUESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show understanding of the fundamentals of fiction writing by completing an outline for a short story based on their own experience. 
(1C) Do Now: Think back to yesterday’s “do now” (the difficult event you lived through). Would it make a good story if you “fictionalized” it? Why or why not? 
Using their own life experience, students will begin to generate a short story that deals with the themes of trial, loss and perseverance. As an exit ticket, students will generate at least three scene synopses.  
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: three scene synopses 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	WEDNESDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show improved skill in generating quality fiction by generating a short story rough draft. 
(1C) Do Now: What makes life worth living – easy things or hard things? Why? 
Students will work on completing a rough draft of a semiautobiographical story (due Friday). 
	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: short story rough draft 
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	THURSDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will show vocabulary acquisition by completing a vocabulary quiz. 

(1C) Do Now: Please take out a pencil and clear your desk in preparation for a vocabulary quiz. 

Students will complete a vocabulary quiz of ten items from this week’s reading. They may use the word correctly in a sentence, offer a definition or offer an example. Any remaining time will be used to prepare for Socratic dialogue. 

	(1F)Embedded Formative Assessment: quiz
(1B)Closing Activity: As a whole class, we will discuss what we learned today and how we will use these skills in the future.

	FRIDAY
(1C) Learning Target: Students will improve their skills in speaking and listening. They will show their learning by engaging in Socratic dialogue. 

(1C) Do Now: Please produce the opening question(s) you have prepared for today’s discussion. Be ready to share it with the class and explain why this particular question is important to you and important for us to explore.
